Funding for Contingency Plans in an Emergency
Councillor Mrs M Sidell gave appraisal of the recent inclement weather conditions and the possibility of the town council purchasing emergency equipment eg. snow shovels and scoops, signage, road cones etc. A quotation had been obtained for these and presented at the meeting. Such equipment could be utilised by the Reparation Service/Community Payback Scheme.  Members discussed this matter and agreed and
Resolved that no equipment to be purchased at the present time, but, the Emergency Planning Working Party to make provision in the emergency plan for a list of contact details for suppliers of equipment and local authorities etc. to utilise in a similar future emergency.  Also, to explore the possibility of reviewing the locations and number of saltbins in the town via the ward members.
Councillor Mrs M Sidell left the meeting.

2010/2011 Budget – Quarterly Summary of Income/Expenditure

Members present were each handed a copy of the latest quarterly statement showing income/expenditure of the Town Council budget for the period October to December 2010.  It was reported this reflected income/expenditure for the last three months of the current financial year.

The Clerk explained the town council were monitoring spending levels carefully and that expenditure on the majority of budget lines were within allocation of budget provision.

Barton Town Council Proposed 2011/2012 Budget/Precept
Members were presented with copies of the Town Council draft 2011/2012 Budget/Precept and supporting documentation by the Clerk for perusal and comment.  Incorporated into the draft budget are the budget proposals from the Environmental Regeneration Committee meeting held on 15

November 2010 (Min Ref: 286/99) and the Community Regeneration Committee meeting held on 6 January 2011 (Min Ref: 344/119).

All Members discussed and debated the 2011/2012 budget, to determine the proposals to put forward to the next Ordinary Meeting of the Town Council to be held on Wednesday 2 February 2011.  It was noted that in the present economic climate, close scrutiny had taken place and reductions in budget proposals had been made in several areas, whilst maintaining, and in some instances, improving service levels. The Environmental Regeneration and Community Regeneration Committees, had both respectively cut their budget proposals from the previous year, 2010/2011. The entire budget proposals made, has resulted in the town council requesting a Precept from North Lincolnshire Council in the sum of £165,740.  As the council tax base will be 3487.9, this will mean a Band D property council charge of £47.52.  

Resolved that:

(i) the budget proposal for the town council’s 2011/2012 budget for the ‘Environmental Regeneration Committee – “2151 Graffiti Cleaning/Vandalism”, to be reduced from £500 to £250;

(ii) the budget proposal for the town council’s 2011/2012 budget for the ‘Environmental  Regeneration Committee – “2153 Emergency Contingency”, to be reduced from £1,000 to £500;

(iii) the budget proposal for the town council’s 2011/2012 budget for the ‘Community Regeneration Committee – “3410 Donations-Lions Firework Display”, to be increased from £1,500 to £2,000;

(iv) the budget proposal for the town council’s 2011/2012 budget for the ‘Community Regeneration Committee – “3509 Donations/Grants (s.137)”, to be reduced from £1,000 to £400;

(v) the budget proposal for the town council’s 2011/2012 budget for the ‘Community Regeneration Committee – “3510 Donations/grants (empowered)”, to be reduced from £1,000 to £600;
(vi) that the revised and amended 2011/2012 proposals to be checked by the Clerk, to be presented and approved at the next meeting of the town council to be held on Wednesday 2 February 2011, to allow the Clerk to levy the Precept with North Lincolnshire Council as required in the sum of £165,740.
The Chairman, Councillor Mrs Witter closed the meeting at 8.55 p.m.
